1.1 Summon Administration Console:
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Notes:

Welcome to this session on customizing the languages and text in your Summon service.
1.2 Choose Interface Languages
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Notes:

In this short session, we’ll cover how to choose from many interface languages, and how to customize the text in the Summon interface.
1.3 Offer Users a World of Languages
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Notes:

When researchers use your Summon service, you can give them the option to choose from more than one language for the interface. Most of the text phrases change to that language, except for items that are part of the citation results themselves.

Summon will also give a relevance boost to results that represent content in the Summon interface language chosen by the researcher.

1.4 Choose Available Languages
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Notes:

In the Summon Administration Console, on the Settings tab, is the Languages section, where your library team can decide which interface languages will be available in your Summon service.

Drag and drop languages from one column to the other to enable or disable languages. And then you can drag languages up and down to change the order in which they appear in the language drop-down menu in the Summon interface.
1.5 Choose Language That First Appears
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Notes:

You can choose one language to be the Default Language. This is the language interface that researchers will usually see when they access your Summon service.

However, if you Enable Language Detection, and if the Summon researcher has changed the language setting of their internet browser, and if the language setting they chose is a language you have enabled, then Summon will automatically appear in that chosen language when the researcher opens Summon.

Finally, you can offer a direct URL to a particular language interface; for instance, from a link on your library home page. To determine that direct URL, go to your Summon interface and switch to the language you want. The URL in your browser is the one you should provide as a link for your researchers; it will have the language indicator at the end.
1.6 Customize Any Text in Any Language
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Notes:

Summon allows you to change nearly any piece of text in the interface. 

For instance, you can change the names of any of the refinements or facets.

And you can change the text on the buttons.
1.7 Customize Text on Translations Tab
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Notes:

You make these changes on the Translations tab in the Summon Administration Console.

First, choose the interface language of the text you want to change. 

There are many phrases of text, so search for the one you want, using the Filter. 

Then click the Edit button, and in the window that pops up, change the text in the Translation field. 

Finally, click the Update button.

All of these changes to languages and custom text take about 5 minutes to show up in your Summon interface.
