1.1 Customizing Summon: Citation Management

In this short session, we’ll cover how you can customize the options Summon researchers have for saving and exporting citations.
1.3 Saving Citations
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Notes:

When Summon researchers need to save citations for later use, they can have several options.

The first option is to click the Saved-Items button that is part of each result item. 

Then, they can see their saved citations by clicking the Saved-Items folder.

1.4 Saved Items
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Notes:

The Saved-Items folder contains all the citations a Summon researcher has saved. From here, the researcher will be able to export or print the citations.

It’s important to know that citations will not stay here in the Saved-Items folder for very long. They are actually stored in a temporary browser-cookie on the researcher’s computer, and as soon as the researcher closes the browser, the cookie is deleted and the Saved-Items citations are likewise deleted. 

Also, if the researcher doesn’t interact with Summon for a certain period of time, which you can customize, the browser cookie will be deleted automatically.

1.5 Saved Items Timeout
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Notes:

Your library team can decide how long the cookie will remain when the researcher isn’t using Summon, and you can set that time in the Summon Administration Console. On the Settings tab, in the Summon 2.0 Configuration section, enter the number of minutes in the Saved Items Timeout setting. You can change this number to anything you want, and it will apply to all researchers who save items in your Summon Service.

Because of this, researchers will need to do something with their saved citations before the timeout or before they close their browser. For example, they can use the citation-export system built into Summon.
1.6 Citation Formats and Export Options
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Notes:

On the Saved-Items page, the researcher can choose what format the citations are displayed in, and then the researcher can choose to export the citations to a number of different citation managers, or to print or email the citations. 
1.7 Choose Citation Formats
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Notes:

On the Summon Administration Console’s Settings tab, in the Citation Formats section, click the Options link. Then choose which formats will be available in the Citation Format drop-down menu, and which ones are not needed by Summon researchers at your library and can be disabled.

Alternatively, you can use citation formats from the Citation Style Language project, the CSL, but first you need to disable the Refworks Citations.
