1.Bib records have been successfully loaded [you can find these numbers by looking in the alephe_scratch log file for the job, please note that this does not produce a log in the task manager in v18, so you will need to look at this on the server]
These are the entries I see for 16 March

The other records [items, orders etc] will not be able to be created for the following reasons

1. The 049$a NEEDS to contain your location code exactly as it is with no other information unless you are running a fix or changing it somehow in the table 

At the moment in 049 we see this

This means you will get this error at the moment because your table is not expecting this!

Are Dawson’s able to provide this information in the 049$a?

For example if you have this

Then in tab_96

If though you also want your collection codes included then you may need this in 049

049$aCHANCHUM

In which case this is fine

If you also want your item status [which is how you did it for Coutts] then you would need something like this in 049

Which effectively copies the content to a temporary field and then deletes everything except subfield s which then gets appended to the 049 field

You then also as part of the fix have to “replace” the description with the valid aleph code

For example

You will need to add the defined fix to tab_fix [Lavina is familiar with this]

And you will need to specify that fix e.g. “dawson_fix” [if you decide to call it that] when you run the service in the fix routine parameter field

3. Because 980$c also contains this “TEST” data statement.  Aleph looks for the currency in this field

So we see this error because of this

000000001 - (0422)Invalid currency

Otherwise if this field is empty or not present it will consult the table and do this

Z68-E-CURRENCY                 ########## GBP

The other fields in the file are fine so it is just sorting out the location details and not using 980$c unless it is for currency.
