Swets EDI Enablement Guide:
The purpose of this document is to guide you through the process of implementing EDI between your Aleph system and Swets.  Swets has collaborated with Ex Libris to provide these integration opportunities based on industry standards.  Here you will find details about how to establish connections for the following transactions:

· EDI Invoicing

· EDI Claiming

· EDI Checkin for SwetsWise Consolidation
Swets has a Connectivity Team which will provide support during the implementation process.  

EDI Invoicing with Swets

Description: Swets delivers an EDI invoice that can be automatically loaded into Aleph reducing manual work and improving accuracy.
Implementation Steps:

1. Aleph Order Numbers – Swets records your Aleph Order Numbers in our reference 4 field.  This is a primary match point from the invoice line items to your Aleph order records.  

2. Maximum Line Items per Invoice – Swets can limit the number of line items per invoice based on customer preference.
3. EDI Envelope Codes - These are codes used to identify the sender and receiver in the EDI invoice files we send and are matched in Aleph.  Swets records these codes in a profile for your account.  In Aleph they should be stored as follows:

    In the Swets vendor record:

    a. Vendor EDI Code field: SWETSEDI 

    b. Vendor EDI Type field: 91 

    Using UTIL G/4/35 edit tab35, columns 3 and 4:

    a. Customer EDI code field: ALEPH

    b. Customer EDI code type field: 92

If you prefer to use different values please just let us know what they are otherwise we will use the defaults indicated above.
4. Invoice Type - This refers to the different ways that taxes, charges, and discounts are coded in you Aleph EDI Invoice.  Each type of adjustment can be handled in three ways:
      a. at line item level (amount per subscription)

      b. at invoice level (total amount for invoice)

      c. or included in the price

Please indicate which method should be used for each of the following and we will record this in your account profile.

6. E-mail Notification - Swets can send an e-mail advising when new EDI invoice files are available.  Please advise to what address this message should be sent.
7. Test Files – Swets will provide you with test EDI invoice files based on envelope codes and invoice type agreed.
EDI Claiming with Swets
Description: Automating the transmission of claims from Aleph directly to Swets system results in more efficient claims processing and faster resolution.
Implementation Steps:
1. Swets subscription identifiers - This is a key match point for records in our system.  Swets subscription identifiers should be stored in the following fields within Aleph:
"VENDOR-ORDER-NUMBER" in tab z16 of the serials module. 
"VENDOR-REFERENCE NUMBER" in tab z68 for standing orders.

For customers who have implemented Aleph EDI invoicing with Swets these fields will be automatically updated.

If updates are needed Swets can provide a comma-delimited file containing all orders with our subscription id and/or a barcode report to facilitate this process.
2. EDI Envelope Codes - These are codes recorded in Aleph that identify the sender and receiver in the EDI claim files sent to Swets.

a. Vendor EDI Code field: SWETSEDI 
b. Vendor EDI Type field: 91

a. Customer EDI code field: (Swets Customer ID / Account Number) 
b. Customer EDI code type field: 92

If you prefer to use different values please just let us know as we will record these in your EDI Claim profile within our system. If you have multiple vendor records setup for Swets, we can setup separate profiles.

4. Aleph Configuration - Edit  edi_out_attr in (XXX50/dt) or UTIL G/10/35(e) outgoing EDI messages with the following settings:

Column 1 EDI-OUT-REMOTE-FILE-NAME: 0 (see note below) 
Column 2 EDI-OUT-FTP-MODE: A 
Column 6 EDI-OUT-FTP-SEND-COMMAND: P 
Column 7 EDI-OUT-BUDGET (customer's preference) 
Column 8 EDI-OUT-ORDER-ONLY: N 

Column 3/4 are blank

Note:  The claim file name must always begin with edi*.* otherwise the Swets EDI-Engine will not pickup the file for processing.  For example: "edi.20051031.074159.0"

5. E-mail Acknowledgement - Swets can send an e-mail confirming receipt of EDI claims from your system.  Please advise to what address this message should be sent.

EDI Checkin for SwetsWise Consolidation
Business Assumption: This integration requires that you are subscribed to SwetsWise Consolidation.  For background this is a service designed to handle the logistical tasks that support the receipt of print issues and gives customized options to make them shelf-ready.
Description:  With each shipment of journals a packingslip describing each issue included is provided.  The EDI Checkin for Consolidation integration allows you to checkin all issues received within one batch reducing your manual workload.
1. Swets subscription identifiers - This is a key match point for check-in of issues.  Swets subscription identifiers should be stored in the following fields within Aleph:
"VENDOR-ORDER-NUMBER" in tab z16 of the serials module. 
2. EDI Envelope Codes - These are codes used to identify the sender and receiver in the EDI invoice files we send and are matched in Aleph.  Swets records these codes in a profile for your account.  In Aleph they should be stored as follows:

    In the Swets vendor record:

    a. Vendor EDI Code field: SWETSEDI 

    b. Vendor EDI Type field: 91 

    Using UTIL G/4/35 edit tab35, columns 3 and 4:
