How to make a fix procedure to change position 9 of LDR field

In this document we will describe how to make two home-made fix procedures:

1. a fix procedure which will change position 9 of the LDR field to “^”
2. a fix procedure which will change position 9 of the LDR field to “a”

Position 9 of the LDR field may be either “^” or “a”.  It is “^” if the character coding scheme is MARC-8.  It is “a” if the character coding scheme is UCS/Unicode.  For more information see http://www.loc.gov/marc/bibliographic/ecbdldrd.html .

Here we will use a very specific parameter when making our home made fix procedure.  For additional information on how to build home made fix procedures see the presentations of lectures given at the 2007 ELUNA conference on the Doc Portal at:

It is possible to change the value of this position via a home made fix procedure, using the parameter “FIXED-CHANGE-VAL”.  This is described in the systems librarian chapter of the guide on cataloging as follows:

FIXED‑CHANGE‑VAL
Changes the value of the specified range of positions (cols.5-6) in a fixed field if the current value matches a pattern.

Parameters:
(comma‑separated)

pattern; ‘#’ is a wildcard.  Note that the pattern must be exactly as long as the specified position range.

replacement values. Must be exactly as long as the specified position range.

Here are the steps we will make:
ONE
Create file called $data_tab/import/a_to_karat which looks like this:

Create a file called $data_tab/import/karat_to_a which looks like this:

Note that the difference between the two files is what value is changed to the new value in column 9

THREE
Add these file to tab_fix using the fix_doc_do_file_08 program name in column 2.
The relevant lines in $data_tab/tab_fix will appear as follows:

The Column 1 routine name can be called whatever you want; we tried here to give it a meaningful name.

FOUR
Before actually running the fix procedure on a whole set of records let’s make sure it works by adding it to $data_root/pc_tab/catalog/fix_doc.eng and then testing it on single records in the GUI.  Add these two lines to $data_root/pc_tab/catalog/fix_doc.eng

FIVE 

Run UTIL M 7 and reconnect to GUI

SIX
Open record with “a” in position 9 of LDR and run the fix procedure “Change A to Karat in pos 9 of LDR” via menu “edit > fix record”.

See the “a” change to “^”

Here position 9 is “a”
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We run the fix procedure:
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See position 9 change to “^”
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SEVEN
Open record with “^” in position 9 of LDR and run the fix procedure “Change Karat to A in pos 9 of LDR” via menu “edit > fix record”.

See the “^” change to “a”

Here position 9 is “^”
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We run the fix procedure:
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See position 9 change to a
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EIGHT
Use the fix procedure anywhere you want.  For example in service “Download machine Readable records (print-03)” you can choose whatever fix procedure is appropriate for your character conversion.
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
