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How to use expand procedures to retrieve records with “d” in position 5 of LDR field

Background

A “d” in position 5 of the LDR field means that the record has been deleted.  

The “d” may be put there either manually or via a batch job.

In order to be able to retrieve all such records according to the “d” in position 5 and according to update date the following may be done:

Steps for Configuration and usage

In file $data_tab/tab_type_config.eng put the following line:

This means that if position 5 is “d” in LDR field then field FIELD will be created with value “Deleted”.  Instead of FIELD a different value can be used

In order for the above definition to be in effect the procedure expand_doc_type must exist in file $data_tab/tab_expand with parameter tab_type_config.  If we want this field to be able to be used in service p_ret_01 then we should add it as follows:
