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How to Define the GUI to Send Email

In order to define the ALEPH 500 GUI to send email you must update parameters in the [Mail] section of the file AL500\alephcom\tab\alephcom.ini.

Particularly, the MailServer must be defined here.  The MailServer is not the server on which ALEPH 500 is installed.  The MailServer is the machine that receives and sends e-mail messages. This must be adjusted to suit your environment.

For example, it may be mail01.lincoln_lib.ac.ca
If so, the following would appear in alephcom.ini:
[Mail]

MailServer=mail01.lincoln_lib.ac.ca
FromAddress=circulation@lincoln_lib.ac.ca
MailerName=Circulation Dept.

Charset=windows-1255

PlainAttachment=Y

In the above case, the FromAddress is the address which will appear as the “sender” when the email arrives to the recipient.
The MailerName is the name, as it will appear in the email to the recipient, of the sender.

Thus, if we have the following:

[Mail]

MailServer=IL-EX01

FromAddress=circulation@exlibris.co.il

MailerName=Circulation Department

Charset=windows-1252

PlainAttachment=Y

Then if we send an email from the GUI the FromAddress automatically gets filled in from the [Mail] section of alephcom.ini:
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When the email arrives to the recipient, it will automatically arrive with the “From” email as it appears in the [Mail] section of alephcom.ini:
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= Date: Today
Circlation@exibris.co.d You have overdus books.





When the recipient does “Reply” to email which he received from the ALEPH 500 GUI, it will automatically have in the “To” field, the email from the FromAddress of alephcom.ini :
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Subjecti [RE: You have overdus books

Please tell me which books.
