How to Install the GUI in Network Mode

1) Inflate GUI exe file 

a) Create a directory on the PC where the GUI500.EXE or GUI500-U.EXE will be inflated 

i) For example: C:\AL500_install

b) Put the GUI500.EXE or GUI500-u.EXE file into this directory 

c) Double click the file GUI500.EXE or GUI500-U.EXE 

d) Let file inflate (you will see a DOS dialog box as file inflates)

e) Many files will be created in the same directory, among them a file named “setup” 

2) Install GUI on network

a) Create a directory on the PC network where network installation will be installed

i) For example M:\Network_GUI

b) Double Click the file C:\AL500_install\setup

c) When asked “Select Method of Installation” choose “Main Network”

d) When asked “Select Destination Directory” choose the network directory made above, with AL500 suffix

i) For example M:\Network_GUI\AL500

e) The GUI is now installed in M:\Network_GUI\AL500 

i) GUI may be installed elsewhere depending on what you chose for “Destination Directory”

ii) For remainder of document we will assume that it is in M:\Network_GUI\AL500 for the sake of clarification in the documentation

iii) When installation is complete and you are asked if you want to reboot choose “no”

3) Configure Network profiles Option 1

a) Open ALEPHADM module to begin to configure network users

i) Double click file M:\Network_GUI\AL500\ALEPHADM\BIN

ii) Choose profile “default” (for this first time entrance)

iii) Select menu “Configuration > Profile Manager”. 

iv) The Profile Manager screen will appear.  

v) Click “New”

vi) Enter the user's name and the full path of the user's local directory. 

(1) It is recommended for “user’s name” to use the login name used by Windows.

(a) For  example “TommyJ”

(2) Enter the full path on the user’s local PC

(a) For example C:\AL500_network

4) Configure Network profiles Option 2

a) Instead of above steps you can directly edit file which configures profiles

b) Edit file M:\Network_GUI\AL500\ALEPHCOM\TAB\profile.dat

c) In first column put user name for profile

d) In second column put local PC directory where GUI configuration files will be stored

5) Create network package for users 

a) Note: This will install some needed files on the workstation and also enable user to be able to access network GUI via “start > programs > AL500”.  This can also be done by making a shortcut from the network to the PC

b) To create a network package via ALEPH:

c) ftp the file from $aleph_dev/aleph/pc_exe/net500.exe from the server to PC

d) Put in directory  C:\net500 

e) This file should be brought via FTP from the server to the PC in binary format.

f) Double click the file C:\net500\net500.exe

g) Several files will be created in same directory, among them “setup.exe”  and “net500.ini”

h) Edit C:\net500\net500.ini as follows (below are examples of paths):

i) DefaultInstallationPath= M:\Network_GUI\AL500 

ii) DefaultLocalPath=C:\AL500_network 

i) Double click C:\net500\makenet

j) A new directory will be created: C:\net500.new

k) Double click C:\net500.new\net500.exe

l) Distribute file C:\net500.new\setup to all users *** you are assuming the program is being distributed with directory. 

m) Other approach – we put setup file in directory “setup” on the novell (or appropriate) server and have user runs (for example) “s:\setup\setup.exe” 

n) After any user double clicks C:\net500.new\setup and follows default directions (everything is already filled in) on his own PC he will receive a “link” in “start > programs > AL500” to the network GUI.  
o) As above – it may not be neccassary to create C:\net500.new\setup on each machine

6) You are now ready to work.  

a) For example: 

i) User clicks M:\Network_GUI\AL500\catalog\bin\catalog.exe

ii) User enters profile TommyJ

iii) He enters GUI and uses it, all local files will be stored on his PC at C:\AL500_network
