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How to Repackage the GUI

The following is an explanation of how to “repackage” a GUI.  An ”exe” file will be created with pre-established customized definitions, and it can be installed on other PC workstations with these definitions. This will reduce the client installation maintenance to minimum, because changes will not need to be made on each PC after the installation.  All changes are made once, and then installed on other machines with those changes.

This document is divided two sections.  The first describes the installation of the GUI, and the second describes the repackaging of the GUI.   The GUI cannot be properly repackaged if it is not installed as described in the installation section.  

Installation of the GUI

1. FTP the following file from server to PC: 
$aleph_dev/aleph/pc_exe/GUI500.EXE

2. Place in directory on PC C:\ALEPH_install

3. Double click the file C:\ALEPH_install \GUI500.EXE

4. The file will inflate and a file named C:\ALEPH_install\SETUP will be created

5. Double click the file C:\ALEPH_install\SETUP

6. Click next

7. Click "Main Network" or "Stand-alone" depending on your preference

8. Click "Typical" or “Custom” depending on your preference

9. Choose the default installation location: C:\AL500

10. Check or uncheck "Version check on boot" depending on your preference

11. When you receive message "Installation is complete" click OK

12. If the PC gives message that it must be rebooted, reboot

13. The GUI is now installed in C:\AL500

14. Customize the GUI in C:\AL500 according to your desire and make sure it works as you will want it to be repackaged

Repackaging of the GUI

15. If you are using Windows 2000, Windows XP or Windows Vista then double click the file
 C:\ALEPH_install\MAKEINS2 (MS-DOS Batch File)
16. If you are not using Windows 2000, Windows XP or Windows Vista then double click the file
 C:\ALEPH_install\MAKEINST (MS-DOS Batch File)
17. A window will open stating that various files are being built

18. The window will close

19. You will now have two new files built on your PC:  

a. C:\inst500.new\GUI500.EXE

b. C:\inst500.new\GUI500-U.EXE

20. The file C:\inst500.new\GUI500-U.EXE is the repackaged GUI.  

21. You can take this file and install it on other PCs, and it will have the same exact configurations as C:\AL500
