How to define the item OPAC note as a browsable and searchable index
Version 18 and up
This document will describe how to define the item OPAC note as a word index and as a browsable ACC index.

ONE

Define expand_doc_bib_z30 in $data_tab/tab_expand of the bibliographic library.

For details of what this procedure will do see the guide, chapter “ALEPH 18.01 Syslib Guide – Indexing”.

You can see the specific fields which this procedure will create by adding this to tab_expand:

And then viewing an item using “A” in UTIL F 4 doc_expand.
TWO

Test the procedure expand_doc_bib_z30.

Have an item with an OPAC note.  Here is an example:  we have this item connected to bib record 000238791
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THREE

View record 000238791 via UTIL F 4 doc_expand using expand procedure A made above.  We use expand procedure A made above because it will show us what expand_doc_bib_z30 does.  We will see the OPAC note:

Enter expand_menu [No Expand]: A

Now we want to index words from the item OPAC note.

That means we want to index sub field 7 of field Z30-1.  This is because above Z30-1 is created as an “expanded” field and includes the OPAC note in sub field 7.
In order to do this we need to add the expand procedure expand_doc_bib_z30 used above for “A” in step TWO for WORD in $data_tab/tab_expand:

il-aleph02-18(1) USM01-YOELK>>grep ^WORD tab_expand

WORD       expand_doc_type                tab_type_config.eng

WORD       expand_doc_ntl

FIVE

Make sure UTIL F 4 doc expand for WORD will still show the OPAC note.  This way we are sure that the WORD procedure will index the OPAC note.
SIX

Add an index to tab00.lng of bib library which will be the word index which will include words from the OPAC note.  Here we call the new word index WON.
il-aleph02-18(1) USM01-YOELK>>grep WON tab00.eng

SEVEN

Add this field to $data_tab/tab11_word and send sub field 7 of Z30## field to it.  We use Z30## because depending on item type, the new expanded field may be Z30-2.

Define also a browse index as follows:

In $data_tab/tab_expand put this:

il-aleph02-18(1) USM01-YOELK>>grep ^ACC tab_expand

ACC        expand_doc_bib_z30

ACC        expand_doc_bib_loc_usm

ACC        expand_doc_join

ACC        expand_doc_bib_lng_cjk

In $data_tab/tab00.eng put this (new ACC index OPACN which is “OPAC Note”:
