Question:
How can I add a new field to be sorted via ret-adm-01?

Answer:

Here we state how to add a new field to be sorted in two different situations:
1. It is a bibliographic field from the bibliographic record (for example author)

2. It is an expanded item field (for example barcode)

To add a field to the sort option in ret-adm-01

ONE

Add the field to the output report.  This is not necessary if it already exists in the output or if you do not want it to appear there.  If we want to sort by author we probably also want to have author appear.

The field should be added in form_eng/general-retrieval-form-01.xsl

Here we add author

Now the report will print sorted by author if we choose sort option Author and we will see the author if we choose the report which will have author.

SIX

Now we will make option to sort by barcode.

Barcode already exists in the format of the output of ret-adm-01.

However, it does not exist in $data_tab/tab_sort.
Therefore we need to add barcode to $data_tab/tab_sort.

The expand procedure expand_doc_bib_z30 adds the barcode to sub field 5 of the Z30## expanded field.

Therefore, if we want the Z30## sub field 5 to be able to sort our output we need to put this in tab_expand:

SORT-DOC   expand_doc_bib_z30

SEVEN

Add the barcode to tab_sort as follows:
!* next line deals with expanded barcode

Add sort type 08 (which is for barcode in tab_sort) to the pc_b_eng/p-ret-adm-01.xml file
