How to automatically add leading zeroes
to seven digit barcodes to make them nine digits.

This presentation will solve the problem of a library which has 9 digit barcodes in the database (Z30) but sometimes seven digit barcode stickers in the actual items.  When there is a seven digit barcode sticker in the item it is not identical to what it in the database because it is missing two leading zeroes.

In this presentation we assume we have the following situation:

Z30 in system

sticker on book

003215432

3215432
002483651

002483651
000012345

0012345
003215432 

3215432

003212345 

003212345 

Thus when we enter the barcode 3215432 in the circulation module we want two leading zeroes added so that it will be nine digits: 003215432.

However, when we enter barcode 002483651 in the circulation module we do not want two leading zeroes added.  It is already nine digits and we want it to remain 002483651.

We want leading zeroes added to any barcode which is not nine digits.

Here we have system number 60882 “The incredible book of ALEPH” with two barcodes:
003215432
002483651
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In AL500\alephcom\alephcom.ini we have this:
;for Circulation and Catalog - Item bar (including Circulation's Loan and Return Tab)

AutoInput1=9

The values above are explained in the rep change below.  Suffice it here to state that AutoInputMethod=4 means that leading zeroes will be added and AutoInput1=9 means that the length of the barcode should be 9.

Now we put this number, 3215432, in the item bar of the circulation module and hit enter 
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The number automatically changes to 003215432 and retrieves correct item:
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And, if we enter a barcode which is already 9 positions then the two leading zeroes are correctly not added.  Here we put 002483651 and hit enter
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The number correctly remains 002483651 and retrieves correct item:

        A new automatic input method in edit boxes (AutoInputMethod=4) has been added. It enables clients who use barcodes or user ids of fixed length to perform automatic left zero padding on codes read from a barcode reader, which are shorter than the fixed length. For example, if barcodes are always 10 characters long in the database (e.g. "2228888888" or "0000051111"), then if "51111" is entered as input for a barcode edit box, it will be automatically left zero padded into "0000051111" before further processing (such as a retrieval action).

        In order to activate the new automatic input method, only the fixed lengthis required as a parameter, e.g.
