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How to make a fix procedure which will 

replace d with ^ in position 5 of LDR
This document will describe how to make a fix procedure which will change position 5 of the LDR from “d” to “^” on cataloging records both in the database and in input file.  For more information on the creation of home made fix procedures see the accompanying files “How_to_make_home_made_fix_procedures_parameters.ppt” and “How_to_make_home_made_fix_procedures_examples.ppt”.  
This record has a “d” in position 5 of the LDR field:
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This is position 5 when counting from zero (when counting from one it is position 6).

This means that the record has been deleted.  For more information see the Library of Congress MARC explanation of this position at http://www.loc.gov/marc/bibliographic/ecbdldrd.html .
If for whatever reason you wish to remove the d from position 5 you can make a home made fix procedure to do this.

We will want to change this:

LDR   L 00000dam^a22^^^^^^u^4500

To this:

LDR   L 00000^am^a22^^^^^^u^4500

To do so:

In the directory $data_tab/import make a fix procedure as follows:

The above file name is called “change_pos_5_of_ldr”.  It means “in field LDR from position 5 to position 5 change d to ^”.

Add this fix procedure to the “edit > fix record” menu in the cataloging module of the GUI.  First add it to $data_tab/tab_fix as follows:

The fix routine YOEL1 can be used when uploading records via manage-18:

Via manage-37 the fix-routine can be used to fix existing records in the database.
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
