How to delete AVA fields from publishing based on a specific sub library.
Here we set up the system so that AVA fields will be created for all sub libraries except for the MUS (Music) sub library.  This means that:

If the AVA field contains $$bMUS then it will be deleted

ONE

We have one bibliographic record, system number 61421, and it has a Holding record and an item in each of the following three sub libraries:

1. Medicine

2. Music

3. The Yoel Library
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BIB= 61421 ADM= 61421 - Aleph 613. (Kortick, Yoel 1971-) Year: 2009.

The PRIMO-FULL set uses expand procedure PRM1.

Here it is in tab_publish:

Now we “tell” PRM1 to use this home made fix procedure in the following way.  It is important that this line appears after the expand_doc_bib_avail because it can only work after the AVA gets created.
