How to use the translate and substring parameters in the xsl forms

Option one

Here is how to make an item call number such as DT87.4 MON parse to three parts:

DT

87.4

MON

Even when there is no $$h before it

If we have an item barcode has follows:
DT87.4 MON
With no $$h before it:
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Then it will print like this:
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This is because the parts of the call number are parsed as follows in form "item-copy-label":
<call-no-piece-01>DT87.4</call-no-piece-01>
<call-no-piece-02>MON</call-no-piece-02>

Therefore, if we do not want to work according to the standard and put the $$h before the call number yet we want in any case to have the DT on one line and the remainder on the rest of the label we can do as follows:
We will print <call-no-piece-01> twice.  Once it will have only the first two digits, then the second time it will have the rest of the field.

Each time it will be on a different line.

Here is the change we do to the item-copy-label.xsl form. Note that now we print call-no-piece-01 twice. Each time we print a different part of it.

Now it will print like this:
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Option Two

Here is how to make DT87.4 MON or if you have D87.4 MON.  Unlike option one above we can not print from position 3 for the second line of then label because the second call number begins with only one letter.  In order to meet both cases we will print two lines: the first line will be only the letters, and the second line will be only the numbers and period.  We will do this by changing numbers and periods to nothing in the first line, and changing all letters to nothing in the second line.
