



How to maintain the apostrophe when performing a locate query from the GUI

Background:
By default the system removes apostrophes and changes them to spaces when performing search queries via the “locate” function of the GUI.  This document will explain how to maintain the apostrophes as apostrophes if desired.

First we will show how the system currently “out of the box” works.

Here is what we have in AL500\alephcom\tab\locate.dat

This is what the header states regarding what we have in column 5 (locate_str_1 and locate_str_0)

If we search the GUI for word from title O’Brady or word from title O’Grady or word from author O’Brady or word from author O’Grady then the apostrophe always remains in the search.

Here we are doing a regular GUI search and not doing the locate function.
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But, if we do menu “edit actions > locate similar record” on one of these records then the apostrophe is removed:
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See that the apostrophe is in the record but not in the CCL query of the locate function
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The reason the apostrophe is removed is because of the default setup in $alephe_unicode/unicode_to_locate.

In $alephe_unicode/tab_character_conversion_line the header states:

!            LOCATE         - translation for locate query

And this is what appears for the locate line:

Therefore, we need to see what happens with the apostrophe in $alephe_unicode/unicode_to_locate.

By default it changes it to a space.  This is why it was removed from the locate CCL query.

We changed it as follows.  Instead of having it translated to a space (Unicode value 0020)  we keep it as an apostrophe (Unicode value 0027).

Now the apostrophe remains.
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
