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Web OPAC limits regarding basket, e-shelf and results display

Version 16, 17 and 18

Basket Limit
This limit is valid only for version 16.  It is not valid for versions 17 and 18.

In version 16 only, in file $alephe_root/www_server.conf there is a variable called www_basket_limit.  The purpose of this variable is to limit the number of records that can be added to the basket in the web OPAC in one transaction.  The ALEPH programs support that the variable may be as high as 800 only.  If the variable is higher than 800, all records are not added to the basket, even if a message will appear stating that the records have been added.  Thus, if it states the following in $alephe_root/www_server.conf:
setenv www_basket_limit             1200

only 800 records will be sent to the basket even though the variable is set to 1200.  Thus, the variable should never be set to be higher than 800 because in actuality more than 800 records can not be sent to basket. Additionally, if the basket limit variable is not defined then by default the system will make it 500.

Thus, if the following were defined in $alephe_root/www_server.conf:

setenv www_basket_limit             100

and user tried to add more than 100 records to the basket he would get this message:
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This message comes from message 9912 in $alephe_root/error_eng/www_f_heading
USM01-YOELK>>grep 9912 $alephe_root/error_eng/www_f_heading

9912 L You can&acute;t add more than $1 items at one time.

It is not possible to add to the basket more records than are displayed.  The display limit will be discussed further in this document, and is called “set_result_set_limit”. 
E-shelf Limit

This limit is valid only for versions 17 and 18, it is not valid (or existent) for version 16. 
In version 17 and 18 the basket has been replaced by the e-shelf.  The e-shelf limit is the amount of records which may be sent to the e-shelf in the web OPAC in one transaction.  It is defined as follows in $alephe_root/www_server.conf (where is this case the limit is 300)
setenv www_myeshelf_limit       300

Thus, if we have the above setting of 300, and a user truies tio add more than 300 records to his e-shelf, he will get the following message:
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Thuis message comes from message 9582 in $aleph_root/error_eng/www_f_heading:

USM01-YOELK>>grep 9582 $aleph_root/error_eng/www_f_heading

9582 L You have reached the basket limit ($1 records),You can&acute;t add more items.

If the e-shelf limit is not defined then it will default to 500.

Display Limit

This limit is valid for version 16, 17 and 18.  This is the limit of the number of records which will be displayed and sort when viewing search results in the web OPAC.  This limit is defined in $alephe_root/www_server.conf as follows (where limit is 1300):

setenv set_result_set_limit 1300

This if the above were defined and the user did a search which received more than 1300 records the following would appear in the web OPAC:
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Note the following:

The variable is taken from set_result_set_limit only of it is between 1000 and 20,000

If the default is set to less than 1000 or greater than 20,000, or not defined then the limit is set to 1000.
This if the variable did not exist in $alephe_root/www_server.conf and the user did a search which retrieved more than 1000 records then the following would appear:
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This message comes from the html file $alephe_root/www_f_eng/short-include-2:
USM01-YOELK>>cd $alephe_root/www_f_eng

USM01-YOELK>>grep "maximum display" short-include-2
