



How to make the title requests and item hold requests 
appear together in the web OPAC

ONE

In the GUI we can see that patron Napoleon has 9 hold requests and 1 title request.

The 9 hold requests include the 1 title request
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TWO

In the Web OPAC we can see that he has 8 hold request and 1 title level request.

This is because in the web OPAC the hold requests do not include the title requests.  In the web OPAC the hold requests include only item level hold requests
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THREE

The information in the web OPAC comes from $alephe_root/www_f_lng/bor-info.

The Hold requests comes from place holder $1500.

The Title level hold requests come from place holder $5100
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FOUR

It is possible via a java script to combine them and make a new row in the web OPAC bor-info page:
