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How to check if your server has communication permissions for Syndetics use

In order to be able to use the Syndetics cover page option in the web OPAC you must have the Syndetics defined and a license for using Syndetics.  This may be found in the “Full View” section of the systems librarian guide of the web OPAC.

Additionally, you must allow for your server to communicate with Syndetics.  In order to see if your server can communicate with Syndetics do as follows

ONE
Place the following script anywhere on your server:

appalephprd-a18(1) >>cat test_syndetics.pl 

#!/exlibris/aleph/a18_1/product/bin/perl

    use LWP::UserAgent;

    my $url =   " http://www.bowker.com/syndetics/";

    $req = new HTTP::Request(GET,$url);

    $ua  = new LWP::UserAgent;

    $resp = $ua->request($req);

    $content = $resp->content;

        print  "content=$content\n";

TWO

Change the shebang to point to your actual perl path (the shebang is the first line of the script which begins with #!).
THREE

Run the script as follows:

perl test_syndetics.pl

If you have permission to enter the Syndetics site then you will get the html of the syndetics page on your server.  This is because the above script contains the line:

my $url =   "http://www.syndetics.com";

If you do not have permission to enter the Syndetics site then you will not get the html of the syndetics page on your server.
