How to display the “666” explanatory note in the list of 
headings of the web OPAC bibliographic library

We will explain here how to display the 666 explanatory note of the untraced heading in the web browse list.  More about the untraced headings may be found on the Doc Portal in file ALEPH > Tree Search > ALEPH 500 Israeli Customers > MELI Seminar > 02_Untraced_headings_in_ALEPH_500.ppt
It is possible to display only the actual heading without the explanatory note, and also possible to display the heading with the explanatory note.

Here it is without the explanatory note:
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In the above case it is possible to see the “Explanatory” note (666 field of authority record) only after clicking the “Authority Record” or “הפניות” link:
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It is also possible to define a situation where the explanatory note appears together with the heading, thus there is no need for the user to click the “Authority Record” or “הפניות” link to see the explanatory note.

Below  the explanatory note appears together with the untraced heading
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This is done as follows:

1. Define “Include AUT Data in Browse list” in the ALEPH (or other desired) profile:
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2. Decide what prefix you want to appear before the explanatory note and define it in note 0666 in file $alephe_root/error_lng/heading_aut_text:
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Now when browsing both the actual heading and also the explanatory note will appear in the list of headings.
This is similar to the same option found in the GUI browse:
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Which will then display the 666 explanatory note with the heading:
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
