Z105 - MESSAGES BETWEEN LIBRARIES and Z105H —
MESSAGES HISTORY

The Z105 provides information regarding messages that are sent from one "library" to
another, when a record is updated. The tab z105 table of the library’s tab directory
defines which record updates will trigger creation of a Z105 message. This table is
generated by the system and conversion is not applicable.

It is possible to store deleted messages (Z105 records) in the Z105H (Messages
between libraries — history) table for statistical purposes. The messages’ history table
is created if the following lines are defined in the file list table of the library’s root
directory:

In the following table, (X) denotes an alphanumeric field and (9) denotes a numeric
field. All alphanumeric fields are left-aligned with trailing spaces; all numeric fields
are right-aligned with leading zeroes. Decimal positions are indicated by the symbol
V. The total number of decimal digits is designated by the number of nines following
the V.
