Citation Linker

Citation Linker is a time-saving tool to use when a patron has a complete citation from a bibliography, reference, or footnote for an article they need to find. Think of Citation Linker as a “manual” Referring Source. It works the same way a Referring Source does, by sending citation information to 360 Link, except the library patron enters the citation information manually instead of the Referring Source sending it automatically. After a patron enters in their complete citation information they are brought directly to the 360 Link Results Page.
There are two versions of the Citation Linker form: Populated and Unpopulated. Populated forms display with data already pre-populated into the form. Unpopulated forms display completely void of data in any of the fields.
DOI/ PubMed Lookup Tool 

The purpose of the DOI/PubMed Look-Up Tool is to provide a quick and easy way to cross-reference DOI or PubMed ID numbers with journals that are selected in your Serials Solutions E-Journal Portal.  Once a number is entered into the search box and the Search button is clicked, the patron is brought directly to the 360 Link Results Page.

3. Citation Linker Form – Populated

5. Search Connector
The “Look up Article” link is a feature that provides quick access to go from the E-Journal Portal to the Citation Linker page. It auto-populates the journal title and the ISSN (if available) directly into the form. The “More full-text options” link takes the patron directly to the 360 Link Results Page.  Both links make up the E-Journal Portal / 360 Link Search Connector, but can be turned on or off separately, if you would prefer to have one link activated but not the other:
