Then we’ll show you options for selecting individual titles to add to your profile, and how to customize title information when needed.


· You may sometimes get started via a title search in the e-Catalog, so we’ll take a look at this.  The session will finish up with a couple other aspects of Client Center functionality for individual titles:
Automatic updates for Patron Driven Acquisition or Demand Driven Acquisition collections from certain providers, and 
How to populate Data Management with information about non-electronic titles like print and microfilm that you may want to display along with your electronic titles.
1.4 Database Details Page: Title Coverage
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Notes:

In the training module Adding and Maintaining Information about your E-Resources we talked about the Title Coverage checkbox on the Database Details page that enables you to select individual titles when you don’t subscribe to the complete collection.

If a database does not let you select the checkbox, see if the Knowledgebase has the resource listed a second time, as some providers ask us to provide a separate database listing for selecting individual titles.  If the Knowledgebase does not have a second listing of the database, contact the Support team for help. 

When you save the page with the checkbox selected, the count of Titles will change to zero and you can begin selecting titles by clicking on the title count.

1.5 Title List

Notes:

When viewing the title list, click on Edit Status and to the left of the title column checkboxes will display.  Select the titles you subscribe to, and click Save.  By default the titles will be saved with a Status of Subscribed.

If the database is large, the Filter can help you quickly get to a title.

If you have many titles to select, you should consider using the Download and Upload buttons which let you download the title list so you can open the list in a spreadsheet and indicate which titles you subscribe to, and then upload the edited title list.  This tool is the Offline Date and Status Editor and it is further explained in another training session.

1.6 Data Management
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Notes:

When finished with selecting titles, Data Management will display the number of selected titles, as in this example showing 3 of 23 titles.

Remember that resources added to Data Management do not immediately display to your users because the Client Center daily profile data refresh needs to occur, and the Summon Index needs to run its update process.  

1.7 Holding Details Page
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Notes:

Just like there is the Database Details Page to customize a database in your profile, you can customize a title within a database by using the Holding Details Page.

The need to customize a holding is usually when your subscription doesn’t include full coverage as reported by the provider - you can enter your coverage into the Custom Coverage Date fields.  Information about acceptable date formats can be found under the recommended articles area of the web page where you launched this training session.

1.9 e-Catalog: Title Search
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Notes:

If you ever want to add a title to Data Management but you do not know what database the title belongs to, you can of course use the e-Catalog to do a title search. 


1.10 e-Catalog: Title Search
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Notes:

When you view the list of databases in the Knowledgebase that contain the title - if your access to the title is through a database that is not yet in your Data Management profile - as we see here with this Swets database - remember that you will first need to add the database and then select the title.  You can’t activate a title in a database that is not in your Data Management profile.

Now let’s talk briefly about titles that are accessible via Patron Driven Acquisition or Demand Driven Acquisition.
1.12 Automatic Updates for PDA/DDA Collections
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Notes:

These collections change often, and the providers in this list are able to send us daily feeds of your updated title lists so that you do not have to manually manage these updates in your Data Management profile.

The Client Center home page indicates if today’s update has completed, but remember there needs to be time for the daily profile data refresh, as well as Summon’s need to update the Summon Index. 

Instructions for setting up automatic updates can be found under the recommended articles area of the web page where you launched this training session.

Lastly, titles like print and microfilm that you may want to expose via your Discovery products…
1.14 Non-electronic Titles
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Notes:

The addition of such materials is supported in Data Management so that these non-electronic resources can be discovered in your 360 and Summon services.

A Library Specific Holdings database like our Architecture Library Print Holdings is one such example.  You create the database using the Create New Database button and then either add titles one at a time or upload a spreadsheet of titles.

Information about Library Specific Holdings can be found under the recommended articles area of the web page where you launched this training session.

We discussed how to add individual or multiple titles when they are not part of a complete provider package, 

and we looked at customizing title information when needed.

Starting from an e-Catalog title search can be a different experience from a database search or provider search, so we looked at that.  

We finished the session by first talking about Patron Driven or Demand Driven Acquisition and the automated updates that are available for some providers, and 

the ability to add material such as print and microfilm so that it’s discoverable alongside your electronic holdings.
