Notes:

A new concert hall is opening on campus. The opening ceremony is next week. Let’s see, what information do we want to deliver to the students? 

We want to provide the user with a quick link to the concert hall Facebook page. 

Present twitter feeds about upcoming events, 

Additional promotional content should appear in the app banner and as push notifications.

We also want to add a pocket guide presenting a variety of multimedia content about the concert hall. 

Enable booking tickets to events via the app.

And Provide maps of the concert location

1.4 Adding Content Types
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Notes:

There are several types of tiles that can be used to deliver this content to the users. In this session we will introduce them and how to create them.
1.5 Adding Content Types
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Notes:

To create a content item, use the App manger and go to the App builder section. 
The first step in adding a content tile is to create a place for it in the app. To add a new tile, in the App Builder, First select the device, and then select the profile and role to which you want to add the content. Then go to menu options and click “add”. 

Now you can see the available content types, and choose the one that is suitable for your needs.

Basic tile, content menu, feeds or banners? How do you know which one is the right one? 

let’s review the different types one by one. 
1.6 Basic Tile
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Notes:

In our example we want to create a link to the concert hall’s Facebook page.  

We can use a Basic Tile type, it supports an action link (URL).

Clicking the tile will open the address.  

Name your tile And click “Create” 
1.7 Basic Tile
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Notes:

Here is your new Basic tile type. 
Now you can adjust it to your needs in the app builder:
Place an Icon , set the roles of who will be able to watch the content. And most importantly - insert a URL address here. 
When done, just click Save & Publish.

You can write any information, add photos or create a
menu to choose from.





Notes:

Another type of tile is the Content menu. using our inbuilt content management system pocket guide pages enables you to create and present static pages presenting a variety of multimedia content .

For example: a pocket guide can hold information about the concert ticket office opening times and contact details as well as the venue seat plan and accessibility details. 

Name your tile and click “Create”.
1.9 Content Menu
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Notes:

Here is your new content menu tile.
Now you can adjust it to your needs in the app builder: 

Place an Icon , set the roles of who will watch the content. 

When done, just click Save & Publish. 
The tile is now in the app just as you configured it. The next step is to select the pocket guide which holds the content of the tile.
1.10 Content Menu
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Notes:

Adding content to the selected tile is done using the App Settings section - let’s see how it’s done.  
1.11 Content Menu
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Notes:

In the App Settings, go to the content section and click the “content” option.
1.12 Step-by-step procedure
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Notes:

Now in the content editor, select from the list of items the content item to which you wish to add content. 

Remember its name? that’s right, About the concert hall. Find it in the list here. Click it and click the “create node” button. 
1.13 Step-by-step procedure
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Notes:

Verify the name of your content item.

Select type “section” and then section type: “page”

Then you can write free text to cover all information needed or browse for any asset you might want to add. 

advanced users can enter HTML code.

When done, click “save” and go back to the preview page to see the immediate change. 
1.14 AEK Component
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Notes:

The next content type is an AEK (or Application Extension Kit) component. It allows you to develop the tile at code level. 

It can be used, for example, to facilitate integration with other university systems and deliver their content to the app users.

In our example we will use AEK components to enable access to the ticket purchasing system.

The AEK component is available only to select users. 
1.15 AEK Component

To add AEK content you need to go to the AEK section of the App Manager
1.16 AEK Component
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Notes:

Click on the AEK Menu Options button and then Add AEK menu option.
1.17 AEK Component
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Notes:

Fill out the description, add an icon and add any authentication or profile information needed.
1.18 AEK Component
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Notes:

In the toolbar section fill out the Label and select to which AEK screen you want to link (you will have set this up prior to adding to the app menu) Then click save.
1.19 AEK Component
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Notes:

You then need to go back into the App Builder.
1.20 AEK Component

Notes:

Your tile will appear and you can make amendments as with other tiles. Clicking  “code” will display the linked AEK code.  When done,  select Save and Publish
1.21 Feeds Tile
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Notes:

The next type of tiles is feeds tile. Use Feeds tiles to present an RSS feed on a live tile. 

For example: twitter tweets, news or updates.

Name your tile and click “Create”.
1.22 Feeds Tile
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Notes:

Here is the new feed tile we’ve just added. See how it is waiting to start streaming content? 

All we need to do next is connect the feed to it, right here in the app builder. 

Click Add Feed and on this window - write the description and place a URL. 

For this example, let’s use the twitter feed for the concert Hall

You can adjust the roles and other configurations as needed. 

When done, click the Save & Publish button.

1.23 Banner Tile
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Notes:

: Use the Banner tile type to add pictures. For example: promotional material about the concert.

Name your tile and click “Create”.
1.24 Banner Tile
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Notes:

Here is our new banner tile 
It displays a poster inviting students to book tickets. It also includes one or more rotating pictures and links out from the pictures to further information.
1.25 Banner Tile
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Notes:

The easiest way to set the banner tile is to click on it. Then in the menu option configuration section, you can decide which roles can view the banner. 
In the tile configuration section, you can define the size of the banner, and last step, click on Banners and browse for images, add a URL for creating an action link from that image, and set the display duration. 
Click Save & Publish when done. 
1.26 Engagement Features
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Notes:

Now that we have reviewed the different content items, lets look at additional features that enable engaging app users with your content.
1.27 Notifications
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Notes:

One type of an Engagement feature, used to drive students through the app, is push notification. Notifications can be used, for example, to inform when a new profile is available, or that tickets are available for sale.  

A notification is a message that you can send to an individual user, a group of users or all users. 
1.28 Maps
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Notes:

The last form of content within the app that we will describe in this session is maps. Maps define descriptions against locations.

Maps can be interactive or provide guidance. You can include map locations within your notifications, to help people find their way around campus.

For Example: display a map of the concert hall location.
