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How to define browse for UDC (Universal Decimal Classification)

A special filing routine for UDC has been developed in version 16 and up.

For example, the routine treats the colons and parentheses in full accordance with the standard filing of UDC, as found at http://www.udcc.org/ .

The UDC index should be defined in $data_tab/tab00.lng of the bibliographic library as follows:

H UDC   ACC     88 00       00       UDC

The 080 (or whatever MARC field you are using for UDC) should be defined in $data_tab/tab01.lng of the bibliographic library as follows:

D 080      00 0000   UDC   080   LUDC Class. No.

The 080 MARC tag and the UDC index should be defined in $data_tab/tab11_acc of the bibliographic library as follows:

080##                    UDC   a

In $data_tab/tab00.lng of the bibliographic library the UDC index is defined as using filing procedure 88 (see above: column 5 of $data_tab/tab00.lng).  Thus, in tab_filing the procedure 88 should be defined as UDC:

88 F del_subfield

88 F to_blank             ,

88 F udc_call_no

The procedure udc_call_no is a special procedure which files the data according to UDC standards.  (The procedure activates the program $alephm_source/filing/filing_udc_call_no.cbl). 

Additionally, the following two lines should be added to $alephe_unicode/tab_character_conversion_line:

FILING-KEY-88        ##### # line_utf2line_sb               unicode_to_udc_10
FILING-KEY-89        ##### # line_utf2line_utf              unicode_to_udc_11

After making this change util e 1 should be restarted in the bibliographic library, and the web and pc servers should be restarted.  To index all of the records retroactively p_manage_02 should be run.
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
