1.2 Introduction
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Notes:

In this session, we’ll discuss bibliographic records and local inventory from the perspective of the Network Zone. We’ll discuss how to search in and navigate between the Network Zone and the local Institution Zone.

We’ll discuss activities you can perform with shared bibliographic data in the Network-Zone records, including associated inventory held by the member institution in the Network Zone.

We’ll describe how to save Institution-Zone records in the Network Zone, and how to link and copy Network Zone records into your Institution Zone.

After a session review, there will be a short quiz to test your knowledge.
1.3 Network Institution and Network Zone
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Notes:

As we discussed in an earlier training session, when institutions are members of a collaborative network in Alma, a special Network Institution is created.

The Network Institution’s repository, called the Network Zone, serves as a common repository accessible to each of the member institutions. A Network tab appears in the Repository Search screen for each of the member institutions. Using this tab, member institutions can search for bibliographic or electronic inventory records within their shared network, and discover inventory held by members of the network.

The Network Zone allows for additional functionality not available to a stand-alone institution. Specifically, for purposes of this session, the Network Zone allows for sharing bibliographic metadata and serves as a union catalog of holdings of all members of the network.
1.4 Shared Catalog
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Notes:

This union catalog, or shared catalog, allows network members to maintain a set of single, central, bibliographic records for all members of the network, while maintaining local ownership of local fields and inventory.

Many consortia choose to use OCLC as the master-records source, and make their edits there. But institutions in an Alma collaborative network can choose to use the shared catalog as a way to maximize cooperation, integration, and sharing between member institutions.

1.5 Search in Network and Institution

Now, let’s talk about searching and search results in a collaborative network.
1.6 Resource Search in Network Zone
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Notes:

When you conduct a resource search in Alma, you’ll see the Network-Zone tab. The Network-Zone tab appears only for network member institutions; it does not appear in institutions that are not part of a collaborative network.

Neither does it appear when you log in to the Network Institution itself. Resources that appear in the Network Zone in the member institution are actually in the Institution Zone of the Network Institution.

Here is a search done by a member institution in the Network Zone. 

On this search result, notice it says it is Held by 3 institutions. We click the Held by link to see which are those three member institutions that have inventory for the record.

It looks like my institution has it, as well as two others.

Clicking one of the other institutions will provide details of the inventory at the owning institution. In this case, it is physical inventory, as indicated by two holdings in the Holdings tab. Also, it looks like this institution has another copy on order.

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1.7 E-Resource Search in Network Zone
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Notes:

Here is another example:

Searching my Institution Zone for a particular title, returns no results. 

Switching to the Network Zone indicates there is a title available. But it’s not Held by any member institutions. Instead, Alma indicates it is available in electronic form in the Network Zone. 

Click the word Electronic, and we see the title is a portfolio in a Gale Cengage collection.

Click the Portfolio List, and we see that the portfolio is Available for 2 institutions, including mine. In other words, this resource is available electronically to my institution via the Network Zone. This is true even though I didn’t find it in my Institution Zone. That means this resource was added to the Network Zone and then made available to these two institutions. Configuring availability of Network Zone e-resources for member institutions is discussed in a separate session.

This is one of the great advantages of the collaborative network: Sharing e-resources at the Network Zone that can be easily added by individual institutions.

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1.8 Activities Performed on Shared Bibliographic Data
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Notes:

Let’s take a look at some of the activities that member institutions can perform on shared bibliographic records; that is, bib records contained in the Network Zone.

1.9 Edit Bibliographic Records in Network Zone
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Notes:

In the results of a search performed by staff in a member institution in the Network-Zone tab, click Edit Record to open the Network-Zone bibliographic record in the Metadata Editor.

From here, the bibliographic metadata may be edited; local fields -- particular to the member institution -- can be added; and global fields may be edited. By the way, because an institution’s cataloging staff can edit global fields at the Network Zone level, you may need to discuss whether and how such edits should be performed.

Local fields are indicated by the Institution-Zone icon and are visible only to the owning institution. This field 902 was added by my institution.

Note that if I log in to the Network Institution’s Alma, the local field does not display. This is true even though, when I was logged in to Alma for my institution, I was editing a Network Zone record. Local fields are just that: They stay local to the member institution. Even other member institutions won’t see my added local field.

You can also add local inventory to the Network-Zone bibliographic record, just as you would to a local bibliographic record.

Once you add local fields or local inventory to the Network-Zone bibliographic record, when you search the Network Zone again, the ‘Held by’ information is updated …

… and back in my Institution Zone, the bibliographic record and the holding record are now displayed.

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1.10 Saving Records in the Network Zone
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Notes:

Now, let’s see how we can save local records to the Network Zone, and link or copy Network-Zone records to the Institution Zone.

1.11 Saving Records to NZ
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Notes:

Catalogers at any member institution are able to make network-wide changes to bib records already in the Network Zone. Those changes will be pushed out to all linked bib records in the various member Institution-Zones. So be careful when you’re doing this!

When opening, importing, or creating a record in the member institution’s Metadata Editor, the record will be saved in either the Institution Zone or in the Network Zone, depending upon the configuration of the Record Placement parameter, under File > Options. By the way, this setting also affects where normalization and merge rules are saved, which will be discussed in a later session.

Typically you will save bib records in the Network Zone and not in the Institution Zone, as this is often a part of the motivation for participating in a collaborative network … namely, the ability to maintain a single, central, bibliographic record, shared by all member institutions of the network.

The configuration is done by each cataloger and is persistent, meaning it only needs to be done once, although it can be changed.

For a bib record that is already in the Network Zone, you can copy or link it with a record in the Institution Zone. Click the hyperlinked title in the Network-Zone search results and click the desired option:

“Copy” creates a local copy of the Network-Zone record in the Institution Zone. Any changes to the local copy are not reflected in the Network-Zone record, and changes to the Network-Zone record are not reflected in the local copy.

“Link” creates a linked copy of the Network-Zone record in the Institution Zone. Any changes to the local copy are reflected in the Network-Zone record (except local fields, as we discussed earlier). And any changes to the Network-Zone record, or to the linked record in any other member’s Institution Zone (again, with the exception of changes to local fields), are reflected in the local copy.

Similarly, records saved in the Institution Zone can be shared with the Network Zone.

In the Institution-Zone search results, click Edit Record. In the MD Editor, under the File menu, click Share with network.

The record is copied to the Network Zone, and the local record is linked to it, as indicated by the presence of the Network-Zone icon. Searching the Network Zone shows the icon indicating the item is also in my Institution Zone.
