1.1 Introduction to Peer-to-Peer Resource Sharing

1.2 Objective

This session will you will help you understand the patron discovery process, basic workflow, and policy considerations of peer-to-peer resource sharing in Alma.

1.3 Key Features
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« Patron requests resource from home institution.

« Lending institution ships to patron’s home institution,
which circulates.

« Institutions do not share patron data.

« Institutions determine sharing policies together.




Notes:

As a reminder, some of the key features of peer-to-peer resource sharing include the following:

The patron will always request the resource from their home institution, although some peer-to-peer configurations allow a patron to use Primo to see which other institutions have the item.

The lending institution learns of the request and ships the resource to the patron’s home institution, and the patron’s home institution takes care of circulation with the patron.

Institutions don’t need to share any patron data, but they do need to coordinate configuration and set up sharing policies together.

1.4 Discovery
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Notes:

Here is how patrons discover and request materials, using Alma and Primo, that will then be shared through peer-to-peer resource sharing.

When a patron using Primo for discovery determines that your institution does not have a particular resource, you can give them the option to place a resource sharing request.

They fill out a request form, which can be customized by your staff. The form then goes in to Alma.

By the way, some institutions using peer-to-peer choose to set up their Primo to be able to view the inventory of the peer institution by selecting Get It in Primo, although the patron still can only request a resource by title, not by specific item.

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1.5 Overall Workflow
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Notes:

Then the request goes through this workflow:

The patron’s home institution, the borrowing institution, locates another institution with the best potential as a supplier; and Alma can help with this by automatically engaging the institutions’ priorities and considerations through the use of a rota.

The borrowing institution sends the request to the lending institution.

The lending institution ships the item to the borrowing institution. 
Steps 4-7 (Slide Layer)
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1.6 Policy Considerations
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« Each pair of institutions agree on the policies
by which their resources will be loaned.

« An institution may create any number of
peer-to-peer relationships.

« The borrowing institution itself decides the
priority of which institutions to check for title
availability (rota).

> For collaborative networks, rota are usually
managed in the Network Zone.




Notes:

There are some policy considerations to keep in mind with a peer-to-peer resource sharing relationship:

The two institutions must agree on the policies by which their resources will be loaned.

An institution may create any number of peer-to-peer relationships, and the peers don’t have to use Alma. However, if both peers do use Alma, then setup can be much easier.

The borrowing institution itself decides the priority of which institutions to check for title availability; that is, the rota. Note, however, that if this resource sharing relationship is part of a collaborative network, then rota are usually managed in the Network Zone.
