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1.1 Configuring Resource Sharing Partners

Hello, and welcome to this session on Alma resource sharing, where we will discuss how to configure resource sharing partners.

1.2 Access Partner List

To get to the partner configuration page, start on the Alma Main menu, Fulfillment tab, and select Resource Sharing > Partners.

You’ll see a list of partners that have already been configured. To configure a new partner, click Add Partner.

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1.3 General Information
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Notes:

There are three tabs of information to fill out, and the particular settings on each tab change, depending on what resource sharing model and profile type you’ll be using with this partner, and which system type the partner has. Because of those differences, we can’t go through every setting in this training session.

Instead, we’ll cover the key fields and settings you need to start with.

First, enter a Code and Name for the partner. The Code can only contain alphanumeric characters, and is intended to be short. The Name can and should be more descriptive.

The Profile Type is the protocol you will use to communicate with this partner, such as ISO, NCIP, ARTEmail, and so on. For a peer-to-peer model, you’ll use ISO. If your institution is part of a fulfillment network, you don’t need to set up resource sharing partners unless you plan to use a rota; if so, then select Fulfillment Network as the profile type. And if you’re setting up ILLiad, you’ll probably use NCIP.

The System Type is where you enter the type of system the partner uses. The choices here are different depending on what you selected for the Profile Type. For example, you don’t have a choice with a fulfillment network, because everyone in that network is on Alma. With ARTEmail, your System Type is BL-DSS - British Library Document Supply Service. ISO is used with other Alma institutions as well as those with Aleph, Voyager, and so on.

The Delivery Delay is how long it will take you to deliver an item back to this partner at the end of the loan. This is an important function. When calculating the due date for a patron, Alma will subtract the Delivery Delay from the date it needs to arrive back at the partner. That way, the patron will return the item in time for you to return the item to the lender before their due date.

1.4 Contact Information
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Notes:

The Contact Information tab is the place to put addresses, phone numbers, and email addresses of the partner institution
1.5 Parameters
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Notes:

The Parameters tab fields are also different depending on the Profile Type you selected.

The most important ISO fields include:

- The server and port of the partner;

- The ISO symbol, which needs to be the same as what is set as the symbol in the Resource Sharing Library of the partner;

- What conditions would force a request to expire;

- And whether shared barcodes will be used.

The most important NCIP fields include:

- The type of identifier to be used to identify the patron in any messages from the partner;

- What method will be used to push a borrowing request to the partner (such as an OpenURL, or a link);

- If the partner is a broker, you’ll need the Broker System NCIP URL;

- Which library at your institution is the default owner of any items shared to and from this partner;

- What bibliographic record ID type will be used for identifying items, such as OCLC number, ISBN/ISSN, and so on;

- And default locations and default item policies. Note that these can be changed for specific types of items using rules discussed in other training sessions.
