Let’s dig into some Alma-specific requirements for Dublin Core source files.  While we will not be covering OAI-DC, the principles are the same.

Your Dublin Core file can include one or more bibliographic records.  Each record’s metadata must be contained within opening and closing record tags.  
In turn. the records must all be contained within a set of collection tags.  Make sure the collection declares the correct namespace and schema for Dublin Core.

Bibliographic records can include any of the standard Dublin Core elements, but there are a few that need special attention for Alma Digital.

Now let’s look at the Dublin Core XML for this resource.  The bibliographic metadata is contained within record tags along with metadata for the file.

The file name must go in a dc:identifier element with the reserved prefix file://.  In this example, the file name includes the text -hi.jpg, the library’s standard naming convention for telling Alma that this file is part of a master representation.

While Alma uses file names to manage the ingest of your digital asset files, the file names do not become a part of your final Dublin Core records in Alma.  

I also want to call attention to the dc:relation element.  This is where you can tell Alma which collection this resource belongs to.  Remember to replace the place-holder text with your institution code and collection ID.

And, here’s the Dublin Core bibliographic record for the resource.

Each representation’s file name is nested in its own set of dc:identifier tags.  One file name includes the library’s naming convention for master representations, and the other includes the naming convention for derivative representations.  

This library’s import profile will tell Alma that, based on the file names, these files belong to separate representations, a master and a derivative.
1.8 One Bib, One Representation, Two Files

Here’s our last example, a digital resource that has one representation, but this representation has two files, a photo front and a photo back.

Let’s look at the Dublin Core XML record for this resource.

Once again, each file name is nested in its own set of dc:identifier tags.  Both files include the library’s -hi.jpg naming convention for master representations.  So, the import profile will tell Alma that both of these files are part of the same master.

When you have multiple files in a single representation, the files will be displayed in the order they appear in your metadata file, so be sure to list them in the desired order.

Alternatively, you can select a different sort routine in the Digital Representation Resource Editor for the specific resource.  In this example, if you choose the File Name sort routine, the file with the name containing triple zero one will appear before the file containing triple zero two.
